Luther’s explanation of the Third Article of the Creed in the Small Catechism speaks of the empowering and gracious
third person of the Holy Trinity. He explains to us how we are made holy. I know, you are reciting it in your head
right now. Got it? Great! Now, let us move on to Luther’s explanation.

I believe that by my own understanding or strength I cannot believe in Jesus Christ my Lord or come to him,
but instead the Holy Spirit has called me through the gospel, enlightened me with his gifts, made me holy and
kept me in the true faith, just as he calls, gathers, enlightens, and makes holy the whole Christian church on
earth and keeps it with Jesus Christ in the one common, true faith. Daily in this Christian church the Holy
Spirit abundantly forgives all sins—mine and those of all believers. On the last day, the Holy Spirit will raise
me and all the dead and will give to me and all believers in Christ eternal life. This is most certainly true.

We are powerless in the face of this pandemic, but God is not. The Holy Spirit makes us holy and sanctifies us. This
is unearned and unmerited grace. It is that very grace that saves us. Grace is not a “hall pass” or a “get out of jail
free” card to act out. It is the gift that makes us holy and empowers us to be “little Christs” for each other and the
world. It is the gift which helps us to serve both God and our neighbors, near and far. This is not an easy thing to do
apart from the Holy Spirit.

Just Grace Committee News

What a whirlwind of news these past few weeks and months have been! Our nation appears to be in a
moment of reckoning regarding systemic racism in our society. More people than ever are opening
their eyes and, perhaps more importantly, wondering, “What can I do to help?”

Here at All Saints, we established the Just Grace Committee three years ago to facilitate exactly
these kinds of conversations and moments. We are so thankful that the Holy Spirit has moved our
congregation in this way so we can begin to answer that question.

If any Saints are not connected with the Just Grace Facebook page, we encourage you to “like” and “follow” it. We
are using the space to share resources and reflections related to racial justice, and encourage everyone to join in the
discussions. The Facebook page is found at this link: https://www.facebook.com/JustGraceAllSaints/ You do not need
to have a Facebook account to view our posts.

Many Just Grace Committee members are also involved with the Prince George’s County Lynching Memorial Project
(PGCLMP). The goal of the group is to educate the public on the truths of our nation’s continuing legacy of slavery,
memorialize victims of racial terror lynchings in our county, and advance the cause of racial justice and reconciliation
through mutual support and collaboration.

To further these goals, PGCLMP has organized a summer study group/common read of On the Courthouse Lawn:
Confronting the Legacy of Lynching in the Twenty-First Century by Sherrilyn Ifill, preferably the 2018 revised
edition. This edition features a foreword by Bryan Stevenson, founder of the Equal Justice Initiative and the subject of
the acclaimed film “Just Mercy.”

Ifill 1s the president and director-counsel for the NAACP Legal Defense Fund and a professor at the University of
Maryland School of Law. On the Courthouse Lawn uses the history of Talbot County, Md., to explore the nationally-
relevant topic and suggest ways for meaningful reconciliation. Reviewers note that “Ifill’s research is detailed,
empathetic and unflinching in recording the legacy of these two victims, but also ultimately hopeful that these
generations-old wounds can be healed.”

The study group will meet via Zoom for three sessions on Wednesday evenings, August 12, 19 and 26 at 7 p.m. The
first two sessions will focus on Part One of the book, while the third session will focus on Part Two. PGCLMP is
planning to have break-out groups to encourage deeper conversations, including a safe-space group for people of
African ancestry.
